
Active attacks against Internet Explorer 6 and 7 prompted Microsoft 

to release an emergency security update to the popular web browser.  

This update went live on Tuesday, March 30. Users with automatic 

updates received the update immediately upon release. All others are 

urged to install the update as soon as possible. Those that are on the 

TAZ Networks Computer Care 

Advantage program have already had 

this important update automatically 

rolled out to them. 

The update was rescheduled from 

April 13 because of exploits that were 

found on the Internet already, and also 

addresses nine other vulnerabilities, 

including some that affect IE 8. 

Although IE 8 also has 

vulnerabilities, hackers have simply 

had more time to work out ways to 

exploit older versions of Internet 

Explorer. In fact, the emergency 

update was released two weeks early 

in response to the vulnerabilities in certain configurations of IE 6 and 7 

that led to the active attacks. 

Because of this, Jerry Bryant of Microsoft urges, ñWe continue to 

encourage all customers to upgrade to [Internet Explorer 8] to benefit 

from the improved security protection it offers.ò 

We also recommend to move up to IE 8. The increase in speed and 

functionality is worth it alone, but these updates make it even more 

important moving forward.

Choose the 

option to ñCreate a system 

image.ò Follow the prompts to 

create an image on either an 

external USB drive or the 

network. Make sure to also do 

the other option to ñCreate a 

System Repair Disk.ò Oh, and 

donôt be a dope.
